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If testing is required, obtain test fee waiver for COMPASS from your transition coordinator or sign up for
ASSET test to be given at a LISD location (times and dates to be announced or see high school website).
KEEP A COPY OF YOUR TEST SCORES

Request one official transcript including copy of most recent TAKS tests scores from your high school registrar.
A release of records form signed by a parent is required to be on file with the registrar’s office if you are under
18 years old. There is a 24-hour turn around time for the printing of a transcript.
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Meet with Transition Coordinator to obtain a 5-part Early College Start (ECS Form) Co-enroliment Approval and Tuition
Voucher. Must be signed by you, counselor, parent, and transition coordinator before submitting to ACC.

You will need to take these six things with you to meet with the ACC Advisor:

1. ACC Residency Form 4. Test Scores
2. Copy of Step 1 of Web Application 5. Transcript — Official Copy
3. Orientation - ACC101 Checklist 6. ECS Approval and Tuition Voucher
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Meet with ACC Advisor on any ACC Campus OR with an ECS Representative during a pre-arranged advising
session on your high school campus. Check with the guidance office for dates/times.
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Consult the ACC Course Schedule on line or printed semester course catalog for list of course #'s, date/time, & locations
You may use telephone or web registration for your approved course(s).
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Bring a copy of ACC Schedule to transition coordinator. (Required for request for Early Release from high school.)

After completion of the ACC course, ACC will send a credit report to high school if you indicated “I Do” give permission
to do so on the ECS Voucher. If not, student must bring a copy of an ACC transcript to the high school to record credit.
